Documentation of approved hours can begin
up to 9 months in advance after participating in orientation and receiving written approval
from Lead Faculty (For more information email BSPH-Internship@nu.edu). Students are
expected to initiate contact and interview with public health preceptors from currently
affiliated agencies or full-time faculty in the Department of Community Health. Students
may also request an affiliation agreement for a new agency including a current employer.
Students seeking experience from their current employer must demonstrate that duties are
separate from current job duties. Students may work with one or more preceptors according
to interests, abilities, and availability and may complete approved certifications towards
accumulation public health experience. Grading is S/U only. Course is IP eligible.
